KNIT BOOTIES FOR BIRTHRIGHT

Needed: size 1 or 2 needles , marker, 1 yard, %4’ ribbon per pair (use 16”).

SOLE
Cast on 36 sts loosely

Row 1: K17 -Place marker - K across
Row 2: K across
NOTE: Increases are made by knitting into the front AND into the back of the
same stitch.

Row 3: K 1, increase 1, K across to within one st. of marker, increase 2, K across to last 2
sts, increase, (40 stitches).
Row 4: K across

Row 5-12: Repeat Rows 3 & 4 four times removing marker on last row (56 stitches).

Row 1 K
Row 2 K
Row 3 P (right side)
Row 4 K
Row 5 P
Row 6 K
Row 7 K
Row 8 P
Row 9 K
Row 10 K
Row 11 P
Row 12 K
Row 13 P

K 33, slip 1 as if to knit, K1, PSSO, turn, leave remaining 21 sts unworked.
Slip 1 as if to purl, P10, P2 to 9, turn, leave remaining sts unworked.

Slip 1 as if to knit, K10, slip 1 as if to knit, K1, PSSO, turn.

Repeat Rows 2 & 3 seven times, then repeat Row 2 once more and turn.
Slip 1 as if to knit, K24

Purl across all sts ending with 38 sts.

(Eyelet row): K2 tog, YO across to last 2 sts, K2.

Purl across.

Row 12 K
Row 13 K
Row 14 P
Row 15 K
Row 16 K
Row 17 P
Row 18 K

Bind off loosely.
Sew sole “back seam”.
Weave 18” length of ribbon through eyelet row.
